Course Outline -- BROAD BASED TECHNOLOGY 10

Course Description:  Broad Base Technology (BBT) is designed to provide students with the opportunity to explore technology in a multi-activity learning environment.  The learning environment will consist of the students working collaboratively.  Each student will complete six or more units of study (approximately 10 hours each in length) in a technology-related area.  Students will think critically and act logically to evaluate situations, solve problems, and make decisions relative to the area that is being studied.
